Mayor Desjardins reconvened the open Special meeting of Council at 7:00
PM.

Mayor Desjardins acknowledged with respect the Lekwungen-speaking
peoples on whose traditional territory the Township stands and the
Songhees and Esquimalt peoples whose historical relationships with the land
continue to this day.

2) 22-464 Council Remuneration Bylaw, 2022, No. 3084- For
Adoption

The Mayor requested that Council reconsider the Mayor's increase and
rescind third reading to amend the bylaw.

Council comments included:

- The next Mayor and Council will be unduly forced to approve a larger
increase in the future if the Remuneration for Elected Officials policy is not
followed at this time.

- As an alternative, the Mayor's increase could be returned to the
municipality or be donated to a charitable cause.

- The increase is aligned with the median salary for similar municipalities
across the region.

- The recommended increase is consistent with the workload of the Mayor on
behalf of the municipality.

- Many residents do not receive increases to their income to offset the
greater cost of living across the region, so the motion is supportable.

Moved by Councillor Morrison, seconded by Councillor Helliwell: That
Council Remuneration Bylaw, 2022, No. 3084 be adopted. The Motion
Failed due to a tie vote.

3) 22-431 Receipt of Housing Needs Report Pursuant to Section

The Director of Development Services presented the report and responded
to questions from Council.

The Director of Development Services explained that the Housing Needs
report was a regulated requirement and was a joint venture with other
municipalities with the financial aid received through grants. The Township
would require further staffing resources and funds to produce a Township
developed Housing Needs report.

Council commented that the report did not reflect the Township of
Esquimalt's current housing needs and would like this noted on the website.

Moved by Councillor Hundleby, seconded by Councillor Brame: That
Council receives by resolution, the Housing Needs Report attached as
Schedule “A” to staff report DEV-22-082, pursuant to Section 585.31 of the
Local Government Act and instruct staff to post it to the Township’s
website with the addition of a note outlining Council’s concerns with the
report. Carried Unanimously.

4) 22-469 Development Permit Approval - 819-821-823 Esquimalt
Road, Staff Report No. 22-089

The Director of Development Services introduced the report to Council.

The architect, of Zeidler Architects presented a PowerPoint and responded
to questions from Council.

Council commented that the vertical landscaping was esthetically pleasing
but does not want it to be a maintenance issue or to be an invasive species.

Moved by Councillor Morrison, seconded by Councillor Brame:

1.That Council approve the application for development permit DP000189
attached as Appendix “A” to staff report DEV-22-089to authorize
development of a mixed-use building comprised of ninety-two (92) seniors

A Bylaw to provide for remuneration of the Council Members
of the Corporation of the Township of Esquimalt

The Municipal Council of the Corporation of the Township of Esquimalt, in open meeting
assembled, enacts as follows:

1.  This Bylaw may be cited as the “Council Remuneration Bylaw, 2022, No. 3084.”

For the Mayor of the Corporation, annual remuneration for the period starting
November 1, 2022 until December 31, 2023 shall be $64,785 for the discharge of the
duties of office.

For the year 2024 and subsequent years the annual remuneration of the Mayor shall
be adjusted effective January 1% each year in accordance with the change in the
Victoria Consumer Price Index as published by Statistics Canada for the twelve
months ending December 31% in the previous calendar year.

The minimum annual remuneration adjustment will be at 2.00% should there be a
negative or less than 2% increase in the Victoria Consumer Price Index as published
by Statistics Canada for the twelve months ending December 31% in the previous
calendar year.

For each Councillor of the Corporation, annual remuneration for the period starting
November 1, 2022 until December 31, 2023 shall be $27,560 for the discharge of the
duties of office.

Councillors appointed to Acting Mayor duties for a minimum of two full months per
one year period shall receive a supplementary stipend per year equal to five percent
(5%) of the annual Councillor stipend.

For the year 2024 and subsequent years the annual remuneration of each Councillor
shall be adjusted effective January 1% each year in accordance with the change in the
Victoria Consumer Price Index as published by Statistics Canada for the twelve
months ending December 31% in the previous calendar year.

The minimum annual remuneration adjustment will be at 2.00% should there be a
negative or less than 2% increase in the Victoria Consumer Price Index as published
by Statistics Canada for the twelve months ending December 31% in the previous
calendar year, and provided that the remuneration of each Councillor shall remain at
a minimum of forty percent (40%) of the remuneration of the Mayor.
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4, Effective November 1, 2022, the Mayor and each Councillor shall be provided with a
monthly communications benefit of $75 to assist with the costs of maintaining a mobile
phone, data plan and home internet connection for the purpose of carrying out the duties of
the Mayor and Council.

5.  The “Council Remuneration Bylaw, 2018, No. 2941” is hereby repealed.

2. The Mayor and the Township’s Corporate Officer are authorized to execute the
Housing Agreement:

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HOUSING AGREEMENT



HOUSING AGREEMENT
(Pursuant to Section 483 of the Local Government Acl)

THIS AGREEMENT is made upon execution by all parties following
Township Council’s adoption of the associated Housing Agreement Bylaw.

BETWEEN:

THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF ESQUIMALT
1229 Esquimalt Road,
Esquimalt, BC V9A 3P1

(“the "Township")

AND

VIJAY KUMAR BHANGU
NEELAM BHANGU
TARAN KAMAL BHANGU
1221 Rockcrest Place
Victoria, BC V9A 4W5

(the “Owner”)

RECITALS:

A.  Under Section 483 of the Local Government Act, RS.B.C. 2015 c.1 {the "LGA"), the
Township may, by bylaw, enter into a Housing Agreement with an owner regarding
the occupancy of the housing units identified in the Agreement, including but not
limited to terms and conditions referred to in Section 483(2) of the LGA;

B. The Owner is the registered owner in fee-simple of those lands with current civic
addresses of 1221 Rockcrest Place, Victoria, BC V9A 4WS5 in the Township of
Esquimalt in the Province of British Columbia ("BC"), and legally described as:

000-001-732 Lot 17, Section 10, Esquimalt District, Plan 12875

{the "Lands"}.
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C. The Owner seeks to develop a Detached Accessory Dwelling Unit ("DADU"), a
secondary dwelling to a principal Single Family Dwelling, in accordance with the
density-bonusing provisions of the Township’s Zoning Bylaw, and the conditions of
such additional density include a Housing Agreement with the Township, under
Section 483 of the Local Government Act to ensure that:

i, the Detached Accessory Dwelling Unit is not restricted in its availability for
use as affordable rental accommodation; and

i. the registered owner of the lot must occupy either the principal dwelling
located on the Lands or the Detached Accessory Dwelling Unit as the
Owner’s Permanent Residence.

D. Under section 483 of the Local Government Act, the Township may, by bylaw, enter
into a Housing Agreement with an owner regarding the occupancy of the housing
units identified in the agreement, including but not limited to terms and conditions
referred to in section 483(2) of the Local Government Act.

E. The Owner and the Township wish to enter into this Agreement, as a Housing
Agreement pursuant to Section 483 of the Local Government Act to secure the
agreement of the Owner with respect to the matters noted herein (the
"Agreement” or the "Housing Agreement”), the parties acknowledging that Notice
of this Housing Agreement shall be placed on title to the Lands and shall be
binding on future owners in accordance with Local Government Act 5s.483(6).

NOW THIS AGREEMENT WITNESSES that pursuant to Section 483 of the Loca/
Government Act and in consideration of the promises and covenants contained in this
Housing Agreement, the parties agree each with the other as follows:

1.  DEFINITIONS

11. Unless otherwise stated, the definitions of the Township’s ZONING BYLAW, 1992
NO. 2050 (the “Zoning Bylaw") apply to this Agreement, as amended and replaced
from time to time.

12. The following words and terms in this Housing Agreement have the following
meanings:

(a) “Dwelling Unit" means one or more habitable rooms used for the residential
accommodation of one Family when such rooms contain or provide for the
installation of only one (1) set of cooking facilities and one or more sets of
sanitary facilities;

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() “Immediate Family” means the parents, children, or spouse of the Owner;

© “Non-Owner” means a person who occupies a Dwelling Unit for residential
purposes, other than the Owner of the Lands, and other than a member of
the Owner’s Immediate Family;

RENTAL UNITS OR RESIDENTIAL USE BY OWNER ONLY

The Owner covenants and agrees that the Detached Accessory Dwelling Unit it
constructs upon the Lands and the principal dwelling on the Lands will either be
occupied by the Owner for residential use or contain a rental residential Dwelling
Unit which:

(@ must only be used and occupied for residential purposes in accordance with
the Township’s Zoning Bylaw;

() must not be restricted as to its availability for rent by non-owners. For
greater clarity, short term rentals, short term licenses, tourist
accommodations and similar short term occupations may be restricted, as
they are not permitted uses under the Zoning Bylaw; and

©) must be used for the purpose of providing rental housing, rented under the
terms of a residential tenancy agreement that complies with the provisions
of the Residential Tenancy Act.

The Owner further covenants and agrees that the registered Owner of the Lands
must occupy either the principal dwelling or the Detached Accessory Dwelling Unit
as the Owner’s Permanent Residence.

The Owner and the Township agree that the Detached Accessory Dwelling Unit the
Owner constructs upon the Lands is not restricted in its availability for use as
affordable rental accommodation.

The Owner acknowiedges that the Lands cannot be subdivided or stratified, as
further secured by Covenant under section 219 of the Land Title Act, and therefore
the Owner cannot and will not make application to deposit a strata plan for the
building that is to be constructed on the Lands, or undertake other ownership
structure that would restrict or compromise the rental of the residential units.

ADMINISTRATION & MANAGEMENT - REPORTING

. The Owner covenants and agrees to provide to the Township, within five (5) days

upon written request from the Township, or the Township’s Director of
Development Services, a report in writing confirming the number and location of
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Dwelling Units on the lands and who is occupying them, including identifying
whether any of the occupants are Non-Owners.

The Owner irrevocably authorizes the Township to make such enquiries as it
considers necessary in order to confirm that the Owner is complying with this
Agreement.

NOTICE IN LAND TITLE OFFICE

. Notice of this Housing Agreement will be filed in the Land Title Office by the

Township at the sole cost of the Owner in accordance with Section 483 of the LGA,
and this Housing Agreement is binding on the parties to this Housing Agreement
as well as all persons who acquire an interest in the Lands after filing of the Notice.

RELEASE AND INDEMNITY

. The Owner covenants and agrees to indemnify and save harmless the Township

from any and all claims, causes of action, suits, demands, fines, penalties, costs or
expenses of legal fees (on a solicitor-client basis) whatsoever, in law or equity,
which anyone has or may have against the Township or which the Township incurs
as a result of any loss, damage, deprivation, enrichment or injury, including
economic loss and death, arising out of or connected with the restrictions or
requirements of this Housing Agreement, the breach of any covenant in this
Housing Agreement, the granting of any approvals or the use, occupancy and
tenure of the Lands contemplated under this Housing Agreement.

The Owner releases and forever discharges the Township of and from any claims,
causes of action, suits, demands, fines, penalties, costs or expenses or legal fees
(on a solicitor-client basis) whatsoever, in law or equity, which the Owner and
anyone, including third parties, can or may have against the Township for any loss,
damage, deprivation, enrichment or injury, including economic loss and death,
arising out of or connected with the restrictions or requirements of this Housing
Agreement, the breach of any covenant in this Housing Agreement, the granting of
any approvals or the use, occupancy, and tenure of the Lands contemplated under
this Housing Agreement.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

. NOTICE: Any notice permitted or required by this Housing Agreement to be given

to either party must be given to that party at the address set out above, or at any
other address of which the party has given the other party notice in writing
expressly for the purposes of this Housing Agreement.
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6.2. CONFLICT: In the event of a conflict between the terms of this Housing Agreement
and the provisions of Township bylaws in relation to land use or density, the
bylaws will prevail in accordance with Section 483(3) of the LGA.

6.3. BINDING EFFECT: This Housing Agreement will enure to the benefit of and be
binding upon the parties hereto and their respective heirs, administrators,
executors, successors, and permitted assignees, in accordance with Section 483(6)
of the LGA.

6.4. TIME: Time is of the essence of this Housing Agreement.
6.5. WAIVER:

@ No provision of this Housing Agreement may be waived by a party unless
the waiver is expressed in writing by the party.

(o) The waiver by a party of any failure on the part of the other party to perform
in accordance with any of the terms or conditions of this Housing
Agreement is not to be construed as a waiver of any future or continuing
failure, whether similar or dissimilar.

6.6. HEADINGS: The headings in this Agreement are inserted for convenience and
reference only and in no way define, limit or enlarge the scope or meaning of this
Agreement or any provision of it.

6.7. LANGUAGE: Wherever the singular, masculine, and neuter are used throughout
this Agreement, the same is to be construed as meaning the plural or the feminine
or the body corporate or politic as the context so requires.

6.8. RELATIONSHIP OF PARTIES:

(@) No provision of this Housing Agreement may be construed to create a
partnership or joint venture relationship, an employer-employee
relationship, a landlord-tenant, or a principal-agent relationship.

) The Owner is solely responsible for all costs and expenditures required to
fulfill its obligations under this Housing Agreement, whether those costs and
expenses are, or are not, specifically referred to in this Housing Agreement.

6.9. FURTHER ASSURANCES: The Owner will do, execute, and deliver, or cause to be
done, executed, and delivered all such further acts, documents and things as may
be reasonably required from time to time to give effect to this Housing
Agreement.

6.10. ENTIRE AGREEMENT:
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(@) This Housing Agreement contains the entire agreement and understanding
of the parties with respect to the matters contemplated by this Housing
Agreement and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous agreements
between them with respect to such matters.

() No representations, warranties or conditions, express or implied, oral or
otherwise, have been made other than those expressed in this Housing
Agreement.

6.11.BREACH
(a) The Owner covenants and agrees that:

(i) if the Township advises of a breach of this Agreement, as determined in
its reasonable discretion, the Owner must promptly remedy that breach
at its sole cost;

(i) if the Owner has not remedied the breach to the reasonable satisfaction
of the Township within thirty (30) days of notice or other longer time
period specified by the Township, the Township may, but is under no
obligation to, remove or rectify the breach at the expense of the Owner
without further notice; and

(iii) any costs to the Township of such removal or rectification is a debt due
from the Owner to the Township together with interest at a rate of 1%
per annum in excess of the Prime Lending Rate of the Royal Bank of
Canada in effect from time to time, and:

(A) the Owner shall pay such costs and interest to the Township
forthwith upon demand; and

(B) failing payment, the Township may add such costs to property
taxes for the Lands.

6.12.COMPLIANCE: The Owner covenants and agrees that the Township may withhold
development permits, building permits and other approvals related to the use,
building or subdivision of land as necessary to ensure compliance with the
covenants in this Agreement, and that the issuance of a permit or approval does
not act as a representation or warranty by the Township that the covenants of this
Agreement have been satisfied.

6.13. CUMULATIVE REMEDIES: No remedy under this Housing Agreement is to be
deemed exclusive but will, where possible, be cumulative with alf other remedies at
law or in equity. Damages will be an inadequate remedy for the Township, and the
Township is entitled to an order for specific performance or a prohibitory or
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mandatory injunction in order to compel performance of the obligations in this
Housing Agreement.

6.14. NO RESTRICTION ON TOWNSHIP AUTHORITY: Except as required by Section 483
of the LGA, nothing contained or implied in this Housing Agreement:

prejudices or affects the rights, powers or discretion of the Township in the
exercise of its functions under any public or private statutes, bylaws, orders
and regulations, all of which may be fully and effectively exercised in relation
to the Lands as if the Housing Agreement had not been executed and
delivered by the Owner;

imposes any legal duty or obligation, including any duty of care or
contractual or other legal duty or obligation, to enforce this Housing
Agreement or the breach of any provision in this Housing Agreement, or

imposes any public law duty, whether arising from the principles of
procedural fairness or the rules of natural justice, on the Township with
respect to its exercise of any right or remedy expressly provided in this
Housing Agreement or at law or in equity.

6.15. SEVERABILITY: Each article of this Housing Agreement is severable. If any provision
of this Housing Agreement is held to be illegal or invalid by a court of competent
jurisdiction, such provision may be severed and the illegality or invalidity thereof
will not affect the validity of the remainder of this Housing Agreement.

6.16. ACKNOWLEDGEMENT: The Owner acknowledges having been directed to obtain
independent legal advice and having read and fully understood all the terms and
conditions of this Housing Agreement. The Owner confirms that this Housing
Agreement has been entered into voluntarily. The Owner acknowledges and
agrees that any information submitted to the Township is subject to the BC
Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act.

RELEVANT POLICY:

Revitalization Tax Exemption Bylaw, 2015, No. 2852
Community Charter S.226

STRATEGIC RELEVANCE:
Support revitalization and beautification initiatives along Esquimalt Road

BACKGROUND:

Based on the Economic Development Strategy and further work by the Economic Development
Select Committee, Revitalization Tax Exemption Bylaw, 2015, No. 2852 was adopted. This Bylaw
was identified as one of the strategies to drive the revitalization of Esquimalt Road through
beautification, development, and incentive programs. The stated reason for the Bylaw was to
encourage the construction of new buildings and exterior alterations and improvements of existing

buildings located in the revitalization area.

Under the Bylaw, for projects to be considered for an exemption by Council, they must (i) be the
subject of a building permit for new construction or an alteration of an existing building, (ii) have a
permit value of at least $10,000, and (iii) be located within the defined revitalization area on a parcel
that is zoned for commercial use or zoned to permit residential use with four or more dwellings at the
completion of the project. As well, the application must be accompanied by details of the project,
certification that the value of the work exceeds $10,000, and confirmation that there are no
outstanding taxes, charges or fees associated with the property.

In accordance with the Bylaw, approved applications would be eligible for an annual exemption from
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municipal taxation for a period of up to 10 years, the maximum allowable under the Community
Charter. Each year during this period, the incremental assessed value of the improvements would be
determined, and a percentage of the municipal property tax would be exempted. This percentage
would vary between 50% and 100% each year based on the schedule included in the Bylaw.

Earlier this year, at a Committee of the Whole meeting, there was discussion regarding the types of
revitalization projects that Council was hoping that the Bylaw would encourage. While there was
direction to rescind the existing bylaw and replace it with a business fagade beautification program,
such a program does not yet exist. Therefore, there is no current mechanism to provide support for
this type of project other than through the approval of multi year tax exemptions.

ISSUES:
1. Rationale for Selected Option

The project identified within this application involves multiple addresses within one structure located
at the corner of Esquimalt Road and Head Street. According to documents submitted, the total
project cost is approximately $100,000 and consists of exterior painting, awning and signage
replacement, concrete cladding, exterior lighting upgrades, and a mural project.

Based on the type of work being proposed, the project appears to satisfy the intent of the bylaw
however it does not meet all conditions as the work would not be the subject of a building permit.
Given the described project scope, it is expected that the only requirement would be to obtain a sign
permit from the Township with an approximate value of $22,000.

If Council were to overlook the building permit condition, there would still be challenges with
determining any exemption. The bylaw states that the calculation of any exemption would be based
on increased property improvement values resulting from the completed work. As these alterations
are considered primarily cosmetic in nature, and in the absence of building permits, BC Assessment
has indicated that they see no clear way to determine their direct impact on the property’s
assessment value. As a result, it would be difficult to distinguish whether any assessment value
change was a direct result of the project or the result of market values.

The proposed work appears better aligned with the type of project that a future facade beautification
program could support and is consistent with Council’s stated vision for revitalization. However,
without such a program in place, it is difficult to do more than encourage an application after such
time as one has been established. This approach could result in the project being completed before
the new program is established. This could result in an application being submitted retroactively and
could establish a precedent for other applicants to come forward seeking similar treatment.

2. Organizational Implications

If this application is denied, there are no organizational implications. If approved under the RTE
Bylaw, a separate agreement will be drafted and signed by the applicant and the Township prior to its
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submission to BC Assessment.

3. Financial Implications

With denial of the application, there are no financial implications. If approval were to be granted
under the existing RTE Bylaw, an exemption value would need to be determined which would impact
the amount of 2023 taxation collected. Any consideration under a fagade beautification program
would be determinant on the program details and would likely have an impact in the 2023 fiscal year.
4. Sustainability & Environmental Implications

There are no sustainability or environmental implications of this decision.

5. Communication & Engagement

The applicant will be notified of Council’s decision regarding their application. If direction is provided

regarding a potential future application under a fagade beautification program, staff will work with the
applicant to ensure timely review of a future submission.

1. That Council deny the revitalization tax exemption application attached to Staff Report FIN-22-
014.

2. That Council approve the revitalization tax exemption application attached to Staff Report FIN-
22-014 and direct staff to enter into an agreement with the applicant and work with BC

BYLAW NO. 2852

A Bylaw to establish a revitalization tax exemption program

WHEREAS the Council of the Township of Esquimalt may, by bylaw, establish a revitalization
tax exemption program;

AND WHEREAS Council wishes to support the beautification of the commercial and residential
buildings on or near Esquimalt Road as outlined in Schedule A by partially exempting
improvements from municipal property taxes calculated on the increase in assessed value, from
the year of application, due to the revitalization;

AND WHEREAS Council has the following objectives for the program established by this Bylaw:

e to encourage beautification of the municipality through exterior alterations or upgrades to
existing buildings or construction of new buildings;

e to support the conservation of built heritage; and

e to change the overall perception of the Township by creating a welcoming environment
which will attract new businesses and new residential property owners.

AND WHEREAS Council has included within this Bylaw a description of the reasons for and the
objectives of the program and a description of how the program is intended to accomplish the
objectives, as required by the Community Charter

NOW THEREFORE, in open meeting assembled, the Council of the Township of Esquimalt
enacts as follows:

Citation

1. This Bylaw may be cited for all purposes as “Township of Esquimalt Revitalization
Tax Exemption Bylaw, 2015, No. 2852”.

Definitions

2. For the purposes of this Bylaw:

“‘Agreement” means a Revitalization Tax Exemption Agreement between the owner of a Parcel
and the Township, substantially in the format of and with the content of Schedule B which is
attached to and forms part of this Bylaw;

“Council” means the Council of the Township of Esquimalt;

“Increased Assessed Value” means the difference between the assessed value of
improvements on the Parcel for the year before the commencement of the Project and the
assessed value of the improvements on the Parcel for the year following issuance of the Tax
Exemption Certificate, with such values determined by the local assessment authority;
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“Parcel” means a legal parcel, of which at least 50% of the parcel’s land area is within the
Revitalization Area, upon which an owner proposes a Project;

“Project” means a revitalization project on a Parcel involving the construction of a new
improvement or alteration of an existing improvement, which meets the requirements of this
Bylaw, and the construction or alteration of which is begun after an application for a Tax
Exemption has been submitted to, and approved by, Council;

“Revitalization Area” means one of the areas outlined on Schedule A, which is attached to and
forms part of this Bylaw;

“Tax Exemption” means a revitalization tax exemption pursuant to this Bylaw;

“Tax Exemption Certificate” means a revitalization tax exemption certificate issue by the
Township pursuant to this Bylaw, the relevant Agreement, and the provisions of section 226 of
the Community Charter, in the form of Schedule B, which is attached to, and forms part of, this
Bylaw;

“Township” means the Corporation of the Township of Esquimalt.

General

3. There is hereby established a revitalization tax exemption program pursuant to the
provisions of section 226 of the Community Charter.

4, The terms and conditions upon which a Tax Exemption Certificate may be issued are as
set out in this Bylaw, in the relevant Agreement entered into between the Township and
the Owner pursuant to this Bylaw, and in the Tax Exemption Certificate in relation to a
particular Parcel.

Revitalization Tax Exemption Program

5. (a) The reasons for the Program are to encourage the construction of new buildings,
and exterior alterations and improvements of existing buildings located in the
Revitalization Area.

(b) The Program is intended to accomplish Council’s objectives by providing
property tax relief to Parcel owners who undertake a Project.

(© In order for a Project to be considered by Council for an Agreement, the Project
must be the subject of a building permit for new construction or alteration of an
existing building, having a permit construction value of at least $10,000, and be
located within the Revitalization Area on one of the following property types:

(i) A portion of the Parcel that is zoned to permit a commercial use
(i) A Parcel zoned to permit a residential use, with four or more dwellings at the
completion of the construction or improvement

(d) The amount of the tax exemptions that may be provided under this Bylaw in any
year is calculated as follows:

Years 1-5: 100% of the increased assessed value
Years 6-8: 75% of the increased assessed value

The eligible amount of an annual Tax Exemption shall be equal to the municipal
taxes payable on the incremental increase in assessed value of improvements
on the Parcel, due to the revitalization between:

The maximum term of a tax exemption that may be provided under this Bylaw is
10 years.

If the Tax Exemption Certificate is issued prior to October 30" of the current calendar
year, then the tax exemption would be available for the following calendar year.

(b) The Owner of the Parcel has entered into a valid Agreement with the Township;

(© The Owner of the Parcel has satisfied all terms and conditions set out in the
Agreement; and

(@) Municipal taxes imposed on the assessed value of land

(b)  Taxes, charges or levies for local area services, specified areas, local

Each Agreement shall require that an Owner of a Project meet the following construction
requirements:

(a) The completed application for the building permit related to the Project must be
submitted to the Township no later than six (6) months after the date of the

(b) Project construction must be completed on or before the 12 month anniversary of
the date the building permit was issued for the Project.

Projects involving Parcels with any unpaid property taxes in arrears shall not be
considered by Council for a Tax Exemption.

The Tax Exemption is transferable to subsequent property owners within the term of the
Agreement.

If, pursuant to the terms and conditions specified in the Agreement or the Tax Exemption
Certificate, the certificate is cancelled, the owner of the Parcel for which the Tax
Exemption Certificate was issued will remit to the Township an amount equal to the
value of any Tax Exemption received after the date of the cancellation.

The Director of Financial Services, or designate, is considered the municipal officer for
the purpose of section 226(12) of the Community Charter.

4, Conditions — The following conditions shall be fulfilled before the Township will issue a
Tax Exemption Certificate to the Owner in respect of the Project:

INTRODUCTION

What are parking restrictions? They are restrictions that are established on a road which modifies what
type of parking is allowed on the road. There are different types of restrictions for different locations and
situations. This guide will describe the Township of Esquimalt’'s’ approach to parking restrictions.

PARKING IN THE ROAD RIGHT OF WAY

The road right of way is made of two portions: the travel section and the boulevard section. The
boulevard section is the portion of the right of way that extends from the back of curb to the property
line. The travel section is the remaining portion of the right of way and includes from the curb and
gutter, travel surface and to the opposing curb and gutter.

One of the general assumptions that home owners make is that they “own” the boulevard portion of the
right of way. This assumption also includes that the street parking in front of their home is reserved for
them as well. However this is not true as this parking area is part of the common right of way.

While the Township has the ability to assign restrictions to the right of way, it does not give the
Township the ability to restrict any individual from utilizing the right of way for either transit or parking. If
an individual is prepared to accept the consequences of violation (i.e. ticketing, towing fines, etc.) they
are within their rights to utilize the right of way for transit or parking.

In today’s society it is not unusual for a family, couple or individual to own two or more vehicles. This
increase in vehicle ownership can sometimes be accommodated at a dwelling location but in most
cases the location cannot support the parking needs of the residents entirely on the property. When this
happens the additional vehicles are parked on the street.

If there is an institutional, commercial or industrial (ICI) business located in close proximity to residential
properties and the ICI business does not have sufficient parking to manage their workers’ vehicles or
charges for parking, these vehicles tend to park in other locations. This interaction between the home-
based drivers and transitory drivers leads to the creation of restricted parking zones (i.e. residential only
parking zones, residential permit parking).

The establishing of restricted parking zones also creates tension within the community for residents that
do not have restricted parking on their streets. These residents have difficulty understanding why they
cannot park in a restricted parking zone since they are members of the community as well as tax
payers.

PARKING RESTRICTION TYPES

The Streets and Traffic Regulation Bylaw, 2005, No. 2607 (STB) is the bylaw that regulates parking and
stopping restrictions. Within the STB, fourteen types of parking and stopping restrictions are identified.
They are:

1. No stopping zones: locations where stopping is prohibited during the designated hours of the
day.

2. No parking zones: locations where parking is prohibited during the designated hours of the
day.

3. Limited time parking zones: locations where parking is allowed but for a limited time.

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4. Loading zones: locations that allow for short term parking for the express purpose of loading or
unloading cargo.

Taxi/Bus stands: locations where parking is exclusive for the use of taxis/buses.

Angle parking: locations where vehicles are parked at an angle to the curb.

Traffic control devices: any device, painting or marking upon any street or portion of the street
that provides drivers with information about that particular portion of the road.

9. Reserved parking: locations where parking is reserved adjacent to any Federal, Provincial or
Municipal public building for the exclusive use of officials and officers engaged by one of these
agencies.

10. Special parking: locations where the style of parking is contrary to the Motor Vehicle Act but
regulated by traffic control devices.

11. Parking vehicles over 7 metres: locations where a vehicle and its load/trailer cannot park if
the combined length of the two is over seven metres except for the purpose of loading or
unloading merchandise or freight.

12. Passenger zones: locations where vehicles engage in the loading or unloading of passengers.

13. Residential parking only zones: locations where parking has been limited by traffic control
devices to residents that abut the street designated as this type of zone.

14. Residential permit zones: locations where parking has been limited to residents that abut to a
designated street. Permits are issued by the Township to residents along these zones.

While fourteen parking restrictions are identified in the STB, only six are enacted on a regular basis.
These are:

No stopping zones

No parking zones

Limited time parking zones
Traffic control devices
Residential parking only zones
Residential permit parking

The remainder of the restrictions have seen very limited utilization (i.e. angle parking) or no utilization
due to the lack of need for them at this time (i.e. reserved parking). All of the restrictions are applied as
necessary over the 55 kilometres (110 kilometres of curb) of roadway in the Township.

A total of 55.6 km (51%) of curb frontage has some form of restriction placed on it. The remaining 54.4
km (49%) of curb frontage does not have any restrictions placed on it.

ENFORCEMENT

Enforcement of the STB is undertaken by both the Victoria Police Department and the Community
Safety Services (Bylaw) Division of the Township. The enforcement takes place by the issuing of either
a municipal ticket or provincial ticket. The type of ticket issued is dependent on the restriction violated
and the issuing authority. Towing of a vehicle that is in violation is also allowed under the STB. The
restrictions listed above all see regular enforcement.

i.  Location of parking restriction
ii.  The following results will be included in the report:

These residents have difficulty understanding why they
cannot park in a restricted parking zone since they are members of the community as well as tax
payers.

PARKING RESTRICTION TYPES

The Streets and Traffic Regulation Bylaw, 2005, No. 2607 (STB) is the bylaw that regulates parking and
stopping restrictions. Within the STB, fourteen types of parking and stopping restrictions are identified.
They are:

1. No stopping zones: locations where stopping is prohibited during the designated hours of the
day.

2. No parking zones: locations where parking is prohibited during the designated hours of the
day.

3. Limited time parking zones: locations where parking is allowed but for a limited time.
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4. Loading zones: locations that allow for short term parking for the express purpose of loading or
unloading cargo.

Taxi/Bus stands: locations where parking is exclusive for the use of taxis/buses.
Safety zones: locations that are designated for the exclusive use of pedestrians.

Angle parking: locations where vehicles are parked at an angle to the curb.

Traffic control devices: any device, painting or marking upon any street or portion of the street
that provides drivers with information about that particular portion of the road.

9. Reserved parking: locations where parking is reserved adjacent to any Federal, Provincial or
Municipal public building for the exclusive use of officials and officers engaged by one of these
agencies.

10. Special parking: locations where the style of parking is contrary to the Motor Vehicle Act but
regulated by traffic control devices.

11. Parking vehicles over 7 metres: locations where a vehicle and its load/trailer cannot park if
the combined length of the two is over seven metres except for the purpose of loading or
unloading merchandise or freight.

12. Passenger zones: locations where vehicles engage in the loading or unloading of passengers.

13. Residential parking only zones: locations where parking has been limited by traffic control
devices to residents that abut the street designated as this type of zone.

14. Residential permit zones: locations where parking has been limited to residents that abut to a
designated street. Permits are issued by the Township to residents along these zones.

While fourteen parking restrictions are identified in the STB, only six are enacted on a regular basis.
These are:

No stopping zones

No parking zones

Limited time parking zones
Traffic control devices
Residential parking only zones
Residential permit parking

The remainder of the restrictions have seen very limited utilization (i.e. angle parking) or no utilization
due to the lack of need for them at this time (i.e. reserved parking). All of the restrictions are applied as
necessary over the 55 kilometres (110 kilometres of curb) of roadway in the Township.

A total of 55.6 km (51%) of curb frontage has some form of restriction placed on it. The remaining 54.4
km (49%) of curb frontage does not have any restrictions placed on it.

ENFORCEMENT

Enforcement of the STB is undertaken by both the Victoria Police Department and the Community
Safety Services (Bylaw) Division of the Township. The enforcement takes place by the issuing of either
a municipal ticket or provincial ticket. The type of ticket issued is dependent on the restriction violated
and the issuing authority. Towing of a vehicle that is in violation is also allowed under the STB. The
restrictions listed above all see regular enforcement.

The hierarchy of the parking restrictions is that residential only parking zones will be implemented first.
If the residents along the road feel that this parking restriction is not working to their satisfaction, the
next restriction available is the residential permit zone. In order to move from the residential only
parking zone to a residential permit zone, the parking restriction process will have to be undertaken.

PARKING RESTRICTION PROCESS

The process for obtaining a parking restriction is fairly simple. The individual (Proponent) who is
bringing forward the request begins by contacting Engineering. This is when the type of parking
restriction, location and sphere of influence will be identified to the Township.

Depending on the Proponent’s request, Engineering will determine if the petition process is required.
The petition process is generally carried out for limited time parking zones, residential only parking

zones and residential permit zones.

Engineering will provide the Proponent with the required petition form and a go over the requirements
of the request. The two requirements of the petition process are:

1. The Proponent will undertake a survey of the sphere of influence of the requested parking petition.

i.  The petition includes a written description of the sphere of influence of the requested
parking petition. A supplemental drawing may accompany the petition.

ii.  The name of the occupant of the property, address of the property and a signature are
required on the petition.

. Any number of residents/occupants from a particular property may sign the petition however
the property is only counted once.

2. The petition is submitted to Engineering for review.

i.  The Proponent must have canvassed ninety percent (90%) of the properties that front onto
the proposed parking restriction.

ii.  The petition must receive eighty percent (80%) approval from the properties that front onto
the road in the sphere of influence.

iii.  If these two conditions are not met, the request for parking restriction will be terminated.

3. If the minimum criteria has been met, Engineering will prepare a report detailing the request for a
parking restriction and the following information:

i.  Location of parking restriction
ii.  The following results will be included in the report:

i. Number of properties in favour out of the restriction
ii. Number of individuals that responded in favour
iii. Number of properties that front on to the road in the sphere of influence

4. Council will review report and determine if they are in favour of the parking restriction being
proposed.

5. If Council does determine they are in favour of the parking restriction, a traffic order will be issued
and Engineering/Public Works will issue notification to the public via social media and the
installation of sighage and road markings.

6. Community Safety Services (Bylaw Enforcement) will include parking restriction on their patrol
routes and enforces as per the requirements of the parking restriction.

BACKGROUND:

The Township of Esquimalt adopted its Official Community Plan (OCP) in 2018. The OCP includes
specific objectives to help improve conditions for people walking and cycling in Esquimalt. In
alignment with these objectives, the Township’s Strategic Priorities identified a need to develop an
Active Transportation Network Plan (ATNP).

On February 7, 2022 council unanimously approved the ATNP to build an active transportation
network with five big moves to be implemented in the short term (1-5 years). One of the big five
moves of the Plan is to develop a 5.3 kilometer quick-build cycling network on three major roads:
Tillicum Road, Lampson Street, and Esquimalt Road. Through engagement on the ATNP, Tillicum
and Esquimalt Road were chosen as the top priorities by the public for protected bike facilities.
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The ATNP identified Tillicum and Lampson to proceed first as there are no existing facilities on this
corridor. The public also identified a new pedestrian crossing on Tillicum Road between Gorge Bridge
(Bridge) and Craigflower as the top crossing improvement project.

The Tillicum and Lampson bike lanes will complete 2 kilometres of bike lanes and be the first
protected bike lanes in Esquimalt. A new signalized pedestrian crossing on Tillicum will fill a much-
needed gap between Gorge Road and Craigflower.

On September 1, 2022, staff issued a Request for Proposal (RFP) for conceptual and detailed design
services along with contract administration and inspection services during construction (see
Attachment 1 for RFP).

The extent of this RFP is for consultant services for the following projects:
Project 1: Tillicum Improvements
a. Quick build protected bike lanes on Tillicum Road from Gorge Bridge to Craigflower
b. Signalized pedestrian crossing between Gorge Bridge and Craigflower
Project 2: Lampson Bike Lanes

a. Quick build protected bike lanes on Lampson Street from Colville Road to Esquimalt
Road

b. Quick build protected bike lanes on Tillicum Road from Craigflower Road to Colville
Road

c. Quick build protected bike lanes on Lampson Street from Craigflower Road to Colville

Road

The RFP closed on September 22, 2022. A total of 4 bids were received. The bids received were as
follows:

The proposals were evaluated using the following criteria that was identified in the RFP:

ISSUES:

1. Rationale for Selected Option

Independent evaluations on the four bids were completed by two staff members using the
evaluation criteria identified in the RFP. Both staff members ranked ISL Engineering and Land
Services as the preferred proponent. Based on this evaluation, it is staff's recommendation that
the contract for the bike lane design be awarded to ISL Engineering and Land Services Ltd.

2. Organizational Implications

This contract will be managed by the Director of Engineering & Public Works and the Engineering
Manager. The Management of this contract can be accommodated within the departments work
plans.

3. Financial Implications

As part of the 2022 Capital Budget, $175,000 was approved for the Tillicum corridor and $150,000
for the Lampson corridor. The contract value of $316,201 falls within the total budget of $325,000.

4. Sustainability & Environmental Implications

Active transportation plays a significant role in mitigating climate change as the transportation
sector accounts for 33% of the community greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions. Completing bike
lanes on Tillicum and Lampson, and a new pedestrian crossing on Tillicum address high priority
gaps in the network and will increase active transportation in Esquimalt.

5. Communication & Engagement

A key component of the contract, as identified in the RFP, is to create conceptual drawings that
include a corridor plan view with enough detail to identify impacts (vehicle travel lane removal,
intersection turning movements, and parking loss) and conceptual cross sections. These drawings
will be used by the Township for final engagement with the public before furthering designs to
construction drawings.

ALTERNATIVES:

1. That Council award the Tillicum and Lampson bike lane design contract to ISL Engineering
and Land Services Ltd. for a total cost of $316,201.

2. That Council request additional information from staff.

3. That Council provide alternate direction to staff.
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1 INTRODUCTION

The Township of Esquimalt (Township) is inviting qualified engineering consultants
(Proponents) to submit proposals to provide conceptual design, detailed design, cost estimating,
tender preparation and support, contract administration, and inspection services for protected
All Ages and Abilities (AAA) quick build cycling facilities on the Tillicum / Lampson corridor in
Esquimalt and a signalized pedestrian crossing on Tillicum Road between Gorge Bridge
(Bridge) and Craigflower Road.

The successful bidder (Consultant) will then enter into the Professional Services Agreement
(see Schedule E) with the Township.

2 BACKGROUND

The Township approved its first Active Transportation Network Plan (ATNP — see
Esquimalt.ca/activetransportation) in February of 2022. One of the big five moves of the Plan is
to develop a 5.3 kilometer quick-build cycling network on three major roads: Tillicum Road,
Lampson Street, and Esquimalt Road. Quick build facilities utilize the roadway between the
existing curbs to minimize costs. These facilities provide cyclists with protection from vehicles
using materials that are inexpensive and removable. Although these facilities may be treated as
pilot projects, they can still be classified as AAA facilities by ensuring adequate protection is in
place.

Through engagement on the ATNP, Tillicum and Esquimalt Road were chosen as the top
priorities by the public for protected bike facilities. The ATNP identified Tillicum and Lampson to
proceed first as there are no existing facilities on this corridor. The public also identified a new
pedestrian crossing on Tillicum Road between Gorge Bridge (Bridge) and Craigflower as the top
crossing improvement project.

The Tillicum and Lampson bike lanes will complete 2 kilometres of bike lanes and be the first
protected bike lanes in Esquimalt. A new signalized pedestrian crossing on Tillicum will fill a
much-needed gap between Gorge Road and Craigflower.

The extents of this RFP is for consultant services for the following projects:
Project 1: Tillicum Improvements

a. Quick build protected bike lanes on Tillicum Road from Gorge Bridge to
Craigflower

b. Signalized Pedestrian Crossing between Gorge Bridge and Craigflower

Project 2: Lampson Bike Lanes

a. Quick build protected bike lanes on Lampson Street from Colville Road to
Esquimalt Road

b. Quick build protected bike lanes on Tillicum Road from Craigflower Road to
Colville Road

c. Quick build protected bike lanes on Lampson Street from Craigflower Road to
Colville Road

Through the 2022 budget process, Council approved a construction budget of
$2,000,000 for the Tillicum Improvements. In addition, Council provided 2022 funding to
complete the design of the Lampson Bike Lanes with construction expected to follow
the Tillicum bike lanes in 2023, pending Council approval as part of the 2023 budget
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process. The ATNP identifies the total construction budget of the Lampson Bike Lanes as
$1,900,000. If the tender for construction of the Tillicum Improvements is in 2023,
Lampson Bike Lanes can be included in this tender. The remainder of this RFP
assumes one tender that includes both projects in early 2023. If feasible, Proponents
can submit proposals that tender the projects separately with Tillicum occurring first in
2022.

3 DESIGN OVERVIEW

Each of the projects will include technical review and recommendations, design concepts for
engagement (Township to complete engagement), detailed design, cost estimating, tender
preparation and support, contract administration, and inspection services. The following is an
overview of the design aspects of each project:

3.1 PROJECT 1: TILLICUM IMPROVEMENTS

Tillicum Bike Lanes

The ATNP identifies uni-directional protected bike lanes using quick build materials on Tillicum
from the Bridge to Craigflower. The northern extent of this project is at the border between the
Township and the District of Saanich (Saanich), which is at the middle of the Bridge. Saanich
recently installed uni-directional quick-build bike lanes on Tillicum Road from the Bridge to Arena
Road, as per the drawings in Appendix A. The extents of the quick-build uni-directional go to the
south end of the Bridge where it transitions back to existing conditions in Esquimalt. Saanich also
has future plans to improve the Tillicum and Gorge intersection. Coordination with Saanich is
required as part of this project and will be facilitated by Township staff.

The southern extent of this project includes the Tillicum and Craigflower intersection. The design
should include improvements for cyclists to access the east-west bike lanes on Craigflower Road
and accommodate the next project that continues from the intersection south (see Lampson Bike
Lanes below). A full protected intersection is not part of this scope, but accommodation should be
given for bikes. Signal changes as part of this project should be permanent.

The goal of this project is to provide protected bike lanes. To accommodate this, at least one lane
of travel is expected to be removed. Additional travel lanes may be considered for removal, if
necessary. The exceptions to this are that turning movements should be maintained.

A traffic study assessed the impacts along this corridor if one lane of travel is removed (see
Appendix B for study). The study concluded that the removal of a southbound lane of travel is the
preferred option. Further traffic analysis should be completed if concepts developed vary from this
report. Signal changes as part of this project at the Craigflower intersection should look to
accommodate bikes, but also improve vehicle efficiency.

Removal and shifting of vehicles lanes will be done through line eradication and repainting.
Consideration to add repaving of Tillicum will be part of the 2023 budget deliberations but should
not be planned for as part of the design.

A reduction of the speed limit on this corridor to 40km/hr is included as part of this project.

There are four bus stops between the Bridge and Craigflower for the 26 Bus. Designs should
consider the bus stops and make accommodations for cyclists that align with quick-build best

practices. Options for permanent improvements at bus stops with the quick-build facilities or in a
future phase should be included in the design.

Signalized Pedestrian Crossing

The only pedestrian crossing between Gorge Road and Craigflower Road on Tillicum is
underneath the Bridge. The public has identified the need for an at grade crossing for some time
and previous studies to determine the best location have been completed. These studies did not
determine one preferred crossing location due to the offset intersections and different
destinations or connections along the corridor. A signal warrant analysis was also completed to
determine if a signalized intersection was required, but the study did not provide a clear choice
due to the offset nature of the side streets (attached in Appendix C for reference). As part of this
project at least one signalized pedestrian crossing on Tillicum between the Bridge and
Craigflower Road is included. Consideration for more than one crossing is an option if it is within
budget and will be based on the Consultant’s recommendation and public engagement.

3.2 PROJECT 2: LAMPSON BIKE LANES

The ATNP identifies uni-directional protected bike lanes using quick build materials on Tillicum
Road and Lampson Street from Craigflower Road to Esquimalt Road. This project is broken into
three segments and is described as followed:

Lampson from Colville to Esquimalt Road

A study was completed in 2019 to review the options for installing bike lanes on Lampson Street
from Transfer to Esquimalt Road (attached in Appendix D for reference). Council discussed the
options that were developed and preferred installing buffered bike lanes with flexible delineators
within the existing road cross-section by removing parking, which aligns with the quick-build
recommendation in the ATNP. In addition to the buffered bike lanes, Council requested bus pull
outs, maintaining turning movements at intersections, and mitigating the loss of parking.

The northern extent of this segment is Colville Road as this is where the bike lanes will
transition to Lampson Street for northbound cyclists and from Tillicum Road for southbound
cyclists. This transition allows for cyclists to continue north-south without having to navigate
Transfer Street.

The southern extent of this segment includes the intersection of Esquimalt Road. Designs should
consider future bike improvements on Lampson between Esquimalt Road and Lyall Street, and
on Esquimalt Road. A full protected intersection is not part of this scope, but accommodation
should be given for bikes. Signal changes as part of this project should be permanent.

In scope on this corridor is a review of the 5-legged intersection at Lampson/Old
Esquimalt/Head to ensure vehicle efficiency and improvements for bikes. Consideration should
be given for future bike improvements on Head Street.

A reduction of the speed limit on this corridor to 40km/hr is included as part of this project.

Lampson Street is a bus route with several stops for the 24 and 26 Bus. Designs should consider
the bus stops and make accommodations for cyclists, where possible. Options for permanent
improvements at bus stops with the quick-build facilities or in a future phase should be included
in the design.
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Lampson from Craigflower to Colville

Northbound bikes on Lampson will continue north past Transfer Street using Lampson Street to
get to Craigflower Road. The ATNP identifies a uni-directional protected quick build bike facility
against the east curb (northbound). The ATNP identifies the removal of on-street parking, but
the Consultant should also consider other options. Changes to the Transfer and Lampson
intersection may be required as part of this design to safely accommodate bikes through the
intersection.

A new cyclist and pedestrian activated RRFB crossing is required as part of this project at
Lampson and Craigflower for northbound cyclists to continue west on Craigflower and then
north on Tillicum Road. This project includes quick-build improvements to provide protection for
westbound bikes on Craigflower Road between Lampson Street and Tillicum Road so
northbound bikes can safely transition from Lampson Street to Tillicum Road.

Tillicum from Craigflower to Colville

Southbound bikes on Tillicum Road wanting to continue south are expected to travel through
the Craigflower intersection and continue on Tillicum Road to Colville Road by the removal of a
vehicle lane. Cyclists will have to turn left to go east on Colville and right on Lampson to
continue south on Lampson Street. Signal improvements at Craigflower and Tillicum
intersection are part of the Tillicum Improvements and should include accommodation for
southbound bikes. Changes to the Tillicum and Colville intersection may be required as part of
this design to safely accommodate bikes through the intersection.

This project also includes quick build improvements to provide protection for eastbound bikes on
Colville Road between Tillicum Road and Lampson Street so southbound bikes can safely
transition from Tillicum Road to Lampson Street.

4 PHASES OF WORK

There are three phases required to complete each of the two projects listed above:

Phase 1 — Detailed Design Services
Phase 2 — Tender Support Services
Phase 3 — Tender/Contract Services

At this time, the Township will be proceeding with Phase 1 only. It is the Township’s intention to
continue Phase 2 and 3 with the Consultant chosen from this RFP, subject to future project
authorization, performance, pricing and priorities.

The Township requests each proponent include all phases in their proposal so that the
Township can obtain comparative experience and costs for each phase. Revisions to the scope
of work for Phase 2 and 3 work may be requested from the Consultant after the successful
completion of Phase 1.
